As one of the largest community tennis clubs in Canada, 
membership and program registration and payment 
processing is a very time-consuming job that has been 
performed entirely by volunteers.  The opportunity to 
automate this task through online registration and online 
payment processing has been a goal of the UTC 
executive team for a number of years now.  With the 
dedication and enthusiasm of our current Membership 
Director, Cindia Chau-Boon, and an equally dedicated 
pair of volunteers (Michael Gannon and Wayne 
Alexander), we will be implementing an online

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membership and program registration in time for the 
2009 season, with an expected go-live date of March 
23rd.   

Over the fall and winter, Cindia, Mike and Wayne 
performed an extensive needs analysis and then short-
listed 7 vendors who could potentially provide this 
service.  The chosen vendor, Karelo e-Services, was 
selected based on their ability to best meet our 
requirements.  Karelo is a Vancouver-based company 
with other tennis clients including Tennis Canada, 
Tennis BC and Richmond Tennis Club.  

Online registration has been implemented for 
Membership application, Wednesday Night Round 
Robin, Adult and Junior Spring Lessons and Tuesday 
Ladies House League for the 2009 season. Online 
registration will be available starting Wednesday, March 
25th.  Payment for online registration can be made 
through Visa, Mastercard or Paypal. 

While we will encourage and incent all new and 
returning members to register online ($10 Family 
discount or $5 Adult, Young Adult, or Junior discount if 
registering online), we will continue to accept paper 
membership and program registration forms for these 
programs. These paper forms will be available in the 
clubhouse starting Monday, April 6th.  Please be aware 
that payment for paper forms is by cheque only.

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A Quick Guide to Using Online Registration 
From either the registration hot link on UTC’ s website or from the hot link in the email announcement, you will be redirected to 
Karelo.com, our selected vendor for registration.  You will then have the choice of establishing a Karelo.com id or not.  If you 
want to have your registration information saved for use in future years and future program registrations, you should establish 
and save a Karelo.com user id and password.  Again, this is not required to register or pay for each year, but is useful if you 
expect to return to UTC from one year to the next, or if you want to review your past registrations.  

You can then register for your annual UTC membership under any of the available membership categories which for 2009 are 
Family, Adult, Young Adult, or Junior.  After completing the membership registration, you will be asked to pay the appropriate 
annual fee for the category under which you registered.

You will then be taken to PayPal’ s website where you have the option to pay using either a PayPal account, or using your credit 
card without a PayPal account.  If you use a PayPal account, you can pay using any of the payment options you have available 
within your account. You are not required to have a PayPal account.  You may choose instead (still processed by PayPal) to pay 
by directly entering your credit card information.  For this option you may pay using a Visa, MasterCard or American Express 
credit card. We strongly recommend Visa or Master Card, as American Express converts to US dollars. Upon completing the 
payment, you can return to the Unionville Tennis Club event registration selection on Karelo.com’ s website.  You can register 
for other programs at this time or by returning at a later date.   

You will receive an email confirmation of your UTC membership and your payment. This will include your new UTC 
membership number.  Please retain this for future use.  By issuing a membership number to those members who have paid their 
fees, we ensure that only valid members enroll in the programs available to members!
