Code of Conduct/Court 
Rules 
Want to avoid getting dirty looks from fellow members?  
Make sure you and your family members are familiar 
with the UTC Code of Conduct found on page 15 so that 
you do not unwittingly break standard tennis etiquette 
rules.  

Also, look to page 16 for rules regarding when Junior 
and Adults have priority time on the courts as well as our 
policy on guests and the use of the ball machine and ball 
hoppers. 
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Courts and Clubhouse 
Update 
Hard Courts 8 and 9 will need to be re-built this year due 
to some fairly deep cracks.  In addition, hard Courts 1 & 
2 may need to be resurfaced.  The estimated cost of this 
repair will be $40K - $80K depending upon the court 
assessment and will be paid over a 5 year period.  Since 
the courts are The Town of Markham’s property, they 
recommended that we rebuild/resurface these courts in 
July or August when the conditions are optimal.   Given 
that July and August are prime time months, UTC and 
the Town of Markham have agreed to defer the 
rebuilding and resurfacing until September so that court 
time play is minimally interrupted.     
When  the clay courts are not being utilized, UTC’s 
monitors have been instructed to sweep them and or 
water them (when required).   If you notice any deep 
divots in the clay, please inform one of the monitors.  We 
hope that the above mentioned actions will improve the 
clay surfaces for 2008. 
 To the clubhouse we will be adding some new tables 
and chairs as well as replacing all of the ceiling light 
tiles. There will be no modifications made to the 
clubhouse or decks this year, as they are both in excellent 
condition.

2. A shoe tag must be visible, otherwise you can be refused play. 

3. Only proper tennis attire (including proper tennis shoes) will be allowed on the 
courts. (jeans, cut-offs, tank tops, casual shoes and sandals will not be 
permitted.) 

4. Members must use the court walkways, gates and clubhouse for quick and quiet 
access to the courts. 

5. Proper shoes are essential when using the clay courts. Use the “Tennie Two 
Step” to remove clay from your shoes each time after playing on the clay courts.  

6. A maximum of 4 players are allowed on the court at one time. Spectators are not 
permitted on the court.
