MEMBER UPDATE

Unionville Winter Tennis Club
Proposal

As mentioned in the last newsletter, we have reckia
proposal from two UTC members$jeidi Strassguertl
and Costa Nicolaidis to build a winter bubble over ¢
nine courts. The winter club would be called Unidla
Winter Tennis Club (“UWTC”) and would be run a
private club.

Many of you have indicated your interest in thisads i
represents an exciting new opportunity to providerger
tennis facility in Markham and have it located at own
club.

We commissioned a UTC Advisory Group, made uf
several past and present UTC Executive, to revies
proposal and meet with Heidi and Costa.

The UTC Executive has accepted the recommendaic
the Advisory Group. Based on their review and nmeg
the Advsory Group has recommended a number of
steps including:

1. Conduct a membership survey to determine the
of member interest in the proposal. This is crit
because the benefit of having a winter tennis ¢

in the hands of the members who are impacted by it.

2. If the survey shows that 60% or more of the mem
are supportive in general, then UTC will conver
Special General Meeting where it will update
members of itsnvestigations regarding the UW1

proposal and will seek approval in principle by
conducting a vote at the Special General MeetiAg.
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two thirds majorityvote will be required in order -
gain UTC approval that will permit the proposal
move forward to the next stage.

3. UTC will advise the Town of Markham of the rest
of its investigations, membership survey and Spe
General Meeting.

As with any major change, there will be challenigethe
implementation of the proposal. Some of the
elements which need to be considered are as fallows

1. There will be some disruption during the first y
as it will be necessary to move and reposition s
of the lights, install a 20" grade beam at the edt

the courts as an anchor for the bubble and irsulat

and winterize the clubhouse. UTC’s goal will be
minimize the disruption as much as possible ar
ensure that the resulting lighting is at least asd
as the current lighting. We will have an indeperi
lighting consultant advise us on this mattéfe will
also need to ensure that the grade bear
aesthetically satisfactory and that it does

interfere with the playing surface. We will appr¢
all modifications to the clubhouse. UWTC will

responsible for all costs including any increme
costs that UTC would need to incur for storage
nets, etc. in the winter.

2. On an ongoing basis, it will be necessary for u
agree with UWTC on the timing of takiwn anc
put-up of the bubble.lt is expected that this wi
consume some of the time wave normally ha
available in April and October for outdoor playe
will negotiate an arrangement with UWTC
indoor court usage to handle events such as
tryouts.

3. A number of financial arrangements will need tc
negotiated to ensure that UTC witlot incur any
additional costs as a result of UWTC operationm
to protect UTC from unforeseen financii
consequences.

4. Ultimately, the Town of Markham will need
approve the bubble and will require local resida
approval.

The benefit of having a winter tennis cloperating ou
of UTC is realized only if the majority of UTC megis
believe that there will be value in this new fayil
Collectively, our membership must see this a
worthwhile venture and be prepared to sacri
someshort-term druptions in order to get the facili
launched.

So, when you get the survey, please give it yotings
consideration andattention. We look forward to yol
participation in this exciting process.

How To Correct a Bad Technical Habit

Many times | hear comments like "I still have
problem with my backhand that | can't resolve a
all these years". Remember when you hav
problem for many years executing a certain shc
means that for many years you have been repe
the same problem over and over. A lot of playensl
to give up ad many times | hear a comment like,
will never have a good backhand". Here are s
tips on how to get rid of that bad habit:
. Start by realizing that almost any bad habit
be fixed.
Have your coach analyze what the cause of
problem is.
Now here comes the important part, althou
you now might know what the cause of yi
problem is, it does not mean that you are g
to fix it unless you give yourself a fair chance
retrain your muscles.
In order to retrain your muscle you have
isolate theproblem that means you need at l¢
to repeat the movement a few hundred ti
slowly and correctly before you actually try
apply it in a live ball situation.
5. Remember that practice doesn't make per
but perfect practice makes perfect.
The reason wst players do not get rid of their b
habits is that they actually never give themsela
fair chance to learn the proper movement and r
perform the proper repetition to give their bodg
necessary time to learn. A few hours of pat
training to help your muscle erase the old mem
and train the new one will help you improve mi
quicker. Finally the number one reason to gebfid
bad habit is injury prevention so that you can gi
tennis for many years to come.

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Playing With Injuries Past and Present

If you have had any injuries you know that play
tennis can aggravate the problem someti
sidelining you completely.

Most players know the benefits of a slow and ge
warm up but perhaps forgetting that afthe game
you need to stretch to keep yourself pain free
flexible for your next workout on the court.

If you have experienced pain in the elbow, shou
or knees, which are common tennis related inju
then you will need to ice the area of inflamation.
Always check with a doctor or sports physiothere
for exact instructions related to your injury.

Tennis is a very technical sport so try to main
correct stroke fundamentals. This can help exis
problems and hopefully prevent ones fr
developing. A slow and controlled warm up is key
building not only your confidence but also givingu
the chance to hit a higher number of balls in arts
period of time.

When you feel you have gained control then you
be able to add more power and depth to your shots.

When serving start off slowly to warm up 1
shoulder maintaining a smooth motion. Gradu
add more power but go for consistency first.

To play your best tennis try to build strength .
increase your flexibility and you hopefylwill not
only strike the ball better but you will enjoy apmsy,
healthy summer.
