Town of Markham Announcement  

On July 3, 2009 Mayor Scarpitti together with local 
federal and provincial leaders made a series of funding 
announcements totalling $5.5M directed at sport and 
leisure activities in Markham. 

Included in the announcements were funding for four 
covered tennis courts at Angus Glen Community Centre. 

Also announced was funding for enhanced table tennis 
facilities, a new soccer pitch and ice skating facilities at 
the civic centre. In his presentation the Mayor praised all 
levels of government for coming together and launching 
this program under current difficult economic conditions. 

 

A number of UTC members attended this welcome 
announcement which for us is the culmination of 
continued pressure for indoor tennis in Markham.  

No dates were given for the actual construction to begin 
but we will keep you advised as we hear more.

Guest Policy 
Members may introduce any number of guests (guest fee 
is $5.00) during non-priority times only (guests are not 
permitted Monday-Thursday from 7pm-11pm). All 
guests must complete and sign the Guest Waiver/Release 
Form prior to playing tennis. An individual is only 
eligible to be a guest 3 times in total in a given season, 
even if introduced by different members. After 3 visits, 
the guest must pay a membership fee to continue playing 
at UTC. 

Note that organized Club programs are open to UTC 
members ONLY - this includes: ladders, socials, round 
robins, lessons, teams, house leagues, drop-in round 
robins, tournaments etc.  These events are NOT open to 
guests.  Guests of members are permitted to play (with a 
member) during non-prime times when random courts 
are available.  The monitor on duty will assign the court 

to the member and guest when they arrive.

Courts Update 

Hard Court Update  

As you are aware, we completed reconstruction of Courts 
8 & 9 earlier this year. Unfortunately, we were not happy 
with the end results, specifically the smoothness of the 
surface. We have been working jointly with the Town of 
Markham and the Court contractor to improve the 
playing conditions.  We have recently had the courts 
rolled in an attempt to improve the level of the playing 
surface and we will reassess the situation later this year.  

We are also planning to resurface courts 3 and 4 with a 
fresh coat of paint. This work will be scheduled after the 
Labour day weekend when the volume of play typically 
declines.  

Clay Court Update  

The lines on courts 5, 6 and 7 have been replaced with 
new lines after we noticed the old lines were starting to 
curl in a number of places. We hope this upgrade will 
improve the overall playability of the clay courts!
