MEMBER UPDATE

Unionville Winter Tennis Club
Proposal

In our last newsletter, we outlined the steps Wwaild be
followed to determine whether UTC members were in
favour of a proposal to operate a winter tenni Ghti
UTC. Those steps are now complete with the foliawi

results:

1.

An online membership survey indicated 91% of
survey respondants approved in principle the
idea of a winter tennis club at UTC.

A Special Members Meeting was convened on
September 9 and members voted 81% in
favour of the following motion: “The members
of UTC support in principle the proposal put
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forward by the UWTC and authorize the UTC
Executive to advise the Town of this support
and to enter into negotiations with the Town
and the UWTC that will protect the interests of
uTC.”

On September 15 Sandra Edwards, on behalf

of the UTC Executive and members, provided
the Town of Markham with a letter advising

them of UTC’s support for the UWTC proposal

and asking the town to proceed with their
process of evaluating the UWTC proposal. That
letter also informed the Town of Markham of

the list of open issues that UTC would need to
have resolved by UWTC before UTC could

provide full support for the project to begin.

At time of publication, the ball is in the Town of
Markham’s court to determine whether or not thell wi
grant approval for the project to proceed.

Performing While Competing
By Mark Fainblum

Here are various tips for being able to perforn
competition, know matter the level. As | &ure you
have experienced, all of us have trouble playinga
the level we are capable of while competing. Hee
some basic tips that you could follow when you h
trouble while playing in a match:

Tactical tips:
play "bread and butter" tennis,rfexample whel

playing a singles match hit consistently fr
behind the baseline and don't go for too m
winners

keep at all times a good height over the
when behind the baseline

wait for a ball that lands closer to the service
before going on the offensive

don't try shots that you don't usually prac
unless the score is clearly in your favar it's
an emergency situation

be consistent in your breathing patterns
teach your mind to keep it simple, and focus
one point at a time

take your time between each and every point

Technical tips:
hit the ball at waist height or slightly above e:

and every time

hit the ball in front of your body

very important, don't swing too early, most of
actually start swinging much before the |
bounces, this really affects your timing. a sim
way to fix this is by simply starting to swing
the ball bounces

exhale each time, when hitting the ball

you always hear players say, | didn't keep
eye on the ball, however most of us really
keepour eye on the ball otherwise we woulc
be able to hit it, just make sure that the
moment of contact, your head does not
because that is when you start to lose contr
your body and the direction of the ball. A gr
